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One undeniable fact is that there is a
book that has remained unchanged
for 1400 years. Not a sentence
changed, a word removed or a letter
altered.

This book is the compilation of the
words of one man. We will discuss
later what the source of the words is,
but simply, these words were written
down and memorised by generation
after generation.
